Building a house

Looking around they realized that there is a big housing need so they started on a building project. Not wanting to leave my man without help, I learned to mix cement, walking on air - helping to put up the roof, lift up the walls - we used plastoform walls, that is Styrofoam materials with steal studs.  This system is modernly used in other countries but here it was like reinventing the wheel. It would have been nice to have someone who had already worked with this system on hand, but we were just a handful of people all on our first housing project.

 The house is sitting un-finished due to lack of funds but we have a family that is hoping to come in May and finish the house for their own use.

As I was talking with people about gardening here that had had the same bad experience with bugs, we were looking into different methods.  Aunty Becky had built elevated beds with bricks in which to garden, so we concluded that it would be the best idea to try. 
 
We asked local people to build them and they wanted $100 for each bed, which seem like a fortune. We wanted to build at least a couple beds. This motivated me to build my own garden beds with bricks, so I bought the materials, watched some Y-tube videos about laying bricks, and started the job. This is me working and the finished product.

I believe God will help, after all delivering at home is not new nor an unnatural experience, it actually is the normal way of life.

Bible archeology
